On the return trip we passed through a necrow corridor betaeen
aone of these cnaller iclands, and a larger icland of unbmown name that
sits betwreen Mayne and Satrna We took our time through hers to
admire the teeming sea life: purples and orangs Ogre Starfish, the rarer
Sunfiower Starfich, and small crabs souttling asey.

It wac an exhaucting paddle back home for us novice keayaloers, but
it made us realize the many opporunities thers are for exploring the
coastlines and iclands by sea. The map of Mayne Island reveals many
areas that can't be reached by road, and having transportation by
woater can open them up for you to explors.

Even without a kayal, simply combing the beach can be an en-
tertaining way to ldll several hours. Just off the docks we encoun-
tered an otter, cranes, sandpipers, peese, seagulls, various spedes
of smaller birds, an abundant bed of oysters, groves of cmaller
mucsels, starfich, crabs, baby Satfich a small jellyfich that had
washed up on shore, and tons of sceawesd. Empiy clamn chellc and
conchs can be found in sendy areas, free for the taldng. Navigating
the rocky areas can be a fiun chal , and some of the bizarre rock
formationc are worth a clozer looke.
